And we received hundreds of items from the Knights of Colum-

bus at St. Finbar’s Catholic Church. They were placed on tables inside Fellowship Hall and out 

around Fellowship Hall on the covered porch walkway; bed linens and blankets for distribution to our community. We 

also received monetary donations from the Knights of Columbus for our Food Pantry. And we are received from a couple 

in Naples, Jane Brannigan and husband Jim Cassidy, soccer balls, basketballs, footballs, and games for less fortunate 

children for which our Jill Whitcomb is coordinating their distribution. The Knights of Columbus has been donating to 

us for the past five years to help us reach out to the less fortunate families in our community. So, by having strong 

relationships and community ties, we’re helping reduce feelings of hunger, loneliness, and isolation in our community.
